The Bennett Community Center is located at 1100 W. Colfax Avenue in Bennett, Colorado.  On this site you will find information about our rates and rules.  

The facility includes:

· A large banquet room (capacity for 260.)

· Large entry area to hang coats.

· Handicapped accessible restrooms.

· Large kitchen with microwave, two (2) refrigerators with freezer compartments, range/oven, double sink, and lots of counter space.

· Outside dumpster for trash refuse.

· Access to brooms, mops, and vacuum for clean up.

· Forty-three (43) large 30”x96” tables and three (3) 24”x60” tables.

· 270 folding chairs.

Our rates, which are subject to change without notice, are as follows:

· The rental fee is $400 for the day plus a refundable deposit of $200.  

· If liquor is to be served at this party, a $200 refundable liquor deposit is required.

· Security for the hours liquor will be served is $58 per hour with a 4-hour minimum and will be provided by the Town of Bennett.  The Security Officer will stay until everyone is gone from the grounds.

· All monies are deposited into the Town’s bank account, and deposits will be refunded after the event when we find that the Center is clean and undamaged (as determined by Town personnel.)

Our rules include, but are not limited to:

· There will be no alcohol outside the building.

· There will be no glass bottles outside the building.

· Do not sit on tables.

· There is to be no excessive noise since we have had neighbor complaints.  If complaints are made and the noise continues, the event can be terminated by the Security Officer.

· The Security Officer will ask the host to begin putting the alcohol away 30-45 minutes before the end of the alcohol-consumption time period.  

· Liquor must be put away no later than 11:00 p.m. (or sooner if specified in agreement).

· Everyone must leave the Center and grounds by no later than midnight, at which time the Security Officer will close and lock the Center.

· If alcohol is already being served when the Officer arrives, the Officer may terminate the event immediately at his/her discretion (for example, if people are intoxicated.)  The alcohol deposit will be forfeited and Security will be paid for the time specified in the agreement.  Adams County Sheriff’s Office (911) will be called immediately.

· All children must be supervised during the party.  If any child is unsupervised and the Security Officer observes them destroying property, the Security Officer will inform the host.  If the behavior continues, the event will be terminated.

· After the event, tables and chairs are to be folded, stacked, and placed back into the storage room.  All floors must be swept and wet-mopped, and counters must be wiped-down.  Trash must be removed from the building and grounds and disposed of by placing it into the available dumpster.

· The Center will be opened and closed by Town Staff/Security Officer.

If you are interested in reserving the Center, you can download an agreement and forms on this site and return the following to Town of Bennett, located at 355 4th Street, Bennett, Colorado 80102:

· Completed rental agreement.  Review the rules defined on this website under Policies of Use & Agreement Form, complete page 3 of the agreement form and sign. Return the information to the Community Center Coordinator at the address listed above.

· A rental deposit of $200 must be made as soon as possible to hold the Center for your event.  Until a deposit is received, the Center cannot be reserved for the event.  If liquor is served, a liquor deposit of $200 must be remitted at the same time.  

· All remaining fees ($400 rental fee and Security fees to be determined) are due no later than 10 days before your scheduled event.

· A certificate of your homeowner’s insurance is required in the event of damage to the Community Center not covered by deposit money.  The certificate is also due 10 days before your event and can be faxed to us at 303-644-4125.  NOTE:  If there is damage to the Center or items in it, or items are found missing, a claim may be made against your insurance if this amount exceeds the refundable deposits amount.
